Poll Reveals Strong Support on Issues We Are Concerned About

One month ago we completed a nationwide scientific poll of American voters to assess their opinions on a wide range of issues.

The poll of 800 randomly selected voters, conducted by a nationally recognized and respected public opinion company, has a margin of error of +/- 3.46% at the .95 level of confidence.

This means that we have a 95% level of confidence that any result in the survey is within 3.46% either way of what the American voters believe on any issue tested.

So if a response elicited an 80% result, this means we have a 95% level of confidence that the actual percentage of American voters who feel that way is no less than 76.54% and no more than 83.46%.  

As someone who has worked around polls and polling for nearly 15 years, and as someone who has been the Vice President of a polling company, I can assure you that by any measure this is a highly reliable, statistically valid survey.

For the following statements, please tell me whether you agree or disagree with each statement. 

1. The FBI has a shortage of Arabic translators capable of translating intelligence that might provide leads to terrorist activity. In spite of this shortage, for the past few years the FBI has rejected most Christian and Jewish applicants who are fluent in Arabic, preferring to limit its hiring almost exclusively to Muslim applicants. Do you agree or disagree with the FBI's Arabic translator hiring policy?

Total agree 16%; Total disagree 69%

2. It is becoming increasingly common for Muslim employees in America to ask employers for five break times daily for prayer, separate prayer rooms in the workplace, and time off for Friday mosque attendance and prayer. Do you agree or disagree that employers should be required to provide such accommodations for their Muslim employees?

Total agree 24%; Total disagree 71%

3. Muslims in England and Western Europe are pressing the countries where they live to create a separate court system for them, where they would be governed by Islamic law, known as sharia, instead of the law of the countries in which they live. Do you agree or disagree that Muslims should be allowed to live under their own Islamic court and legal system instead of the court and legal system of the country in which they live?

Total agree 8%; Total disagree 89%

4. The Muslim American Society of Minnesota issued a religious edict in 2006 warning Muslim taxi drivers that transporting passengers who had alcohol in their baggage was a violation of Islamic law. Other Muslim cab drivers have refused to pick up blind people with seeing-eye dogs, because they regard dogs as unclean. Do you agree or disagree that Muslim taxi drivers should be allowed to reject certain passengers if they feel their beliefs will be violated by something the passenger is doing?

Total agree 17%; Total disagree 78%

5. There are Muslims who argue that freedom of speech does not give a person the right to criticize or mock Islam or the Prophet Muhammad. They argue that such speech defames Islam and should not be protected by the First Amendment, but rather banned as hate speech. Do you agree or disagree that speech that criticizes or mocks Islam or the Prophet Muhammad should be banned as hate speech?

Total agree 18%; Total disagree 74%

6. Some American banks and investment firms are participating in an Islamic form of financing known as "Sharia Compliant Financing." Under the rules of Sharia Compliant Financing, a bank or investment firm is required to give up to two and a half percent of its profits to Muslim charities, many of which have been shown to have direct or indirect ties to terrorist organizations. If you were to learn that your bank or investment firm was participating in Sharia Compliant Financing, would you agree or disagree with this policy?

Total agree 8%; Total disagree 86%

7.  In some prisons, Muslim chaplains are instructing prisoners in a version of Islam that advocates hatred of Jews and Christians and the need for jihad to conquer and/or convert unbelievers. 

Position 1: Some/others argue that this instruction, while perhaps offensive, is protected under the freedom of religion.  Position 2: Some/others argue that the exercise of religion should not include the right to indoctrinate prisoners with material that advocates hate and violence.  Are you more likely to agree with Position 1 or Position 2? 

Total position 1/protected under freedom of religion 26%;  

Total position 2/should not include right to indoctrinate  61%

8. In your opinion, who is most responsible for the increase in Islamic terrorism around the world, Militant Muslims because of their aggressive and violent actions toward non-Muslims, OR Non-Muslims because of their intolerance of Muslims?

Total militant Muslims 67%; Total non-Muslims 11%

9. Materials distributed in some American mosques advocate hatred for Jews and Christians, and encourage Muslims to take up the cause of holy war against all unbelievers. Would you approve or disapprove of Congress conducting hearings to review such materials, to see if they violate federal laws applying to tax-exempt organizations or laws relating to terrorism?

Total approve 74%; Total disapprove 17%

10. An organization called Jaamat ul-Fuqra, or "JF", has been responsible for more terrorist attacks in America than any other organization. JF has created a network of secret compounds in America, one of which was raided by authorities in the early 1990's, where bombs and plans for terrorist attacks were found. Shoe bomber John Reid and the Beltway sniper John Allen Muhammad were both associated with JF. Would you approve or disapprove classifying JF as a terrorist organization and closing down its compounds around the country?

Total approve 81%; Total disapprove 7%
